The method of improving the student’s listening ability in the first semester will be
attained by individual and group training. We will be using a textbook and tapes dur-
ing this time in order to train the student’s ear in listening to and comprehending
English spoken at normal speed.

In the second semester, individual presentations should serve to break down any in-
hibitions that the student might have with regard to speaking before a group of pecple.
As the student 1s giving his or her presentation, the instructor will carefully correct
any mistakes heing made as mentioned above.

In the first semester we will be using a textbook Ethe level of which will be decided on
the ability of the class as a whole]. There is a set of tapes that come with the texi-
book, and copies of these can be obtained from the Instructor before the end of the se-
mester.

In the second semester, we will probably be using the materials for the STEP Test
Grade 1. These will be supplied by the instructor.

The only article that the student is required to purchase is the textbook used in the first
semester. All other materials; tapes,STEP Test materials, otc, will be supplied by the
instructor,
