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To improve the student’s listening and speaking ability to a degree where they are able to take
the STEP Test Grade 1 by the end of the academic year or early in the following year :

The first semester will be concerned with improving the student’s Listening and Speaking
ability. As listening seems to be one of the rather weak points of most students, they will be
taught in such a way that they should be able to listen and comprehend a variety of English sen-
tences with comparative ease.

The second semester will place emphasis on speaking and writing.

Here, the students will be given ample opportunity to construct compositions on a wide vari-
ety of subjects and present them individually to the class as a whole.Any mistakes in grammar,
intonation, reading speed and pronunciation, etc, will be corrected by the instructor during the
above-mentioned presentations.

Thus, by the end of the year, most students should be ready to sit for the STEP Test and pass
it with confidence.

The method of improving the student’s listening ability in the first semester will be attained
by individual and group training. We will be using a textbook and tapes during this time in order
to train the student’s ear in listening to and comprehending English spoken at normal speed.

In the second semester, individual presentations should serve to break down any inhibitions
that the student might have with regard to speaking before a group of people.

As the student is giving his or her presentation, the instructor will carefully correct any mistakes
being made as mentioned above.

There will be two principle tests during the academic vear : one in the first semester and one
in the second. However, the student will be able to earn additional points for the content and
quality of his or her presentations given in the second semester.

At the end of the academic year, all grade will be added together and divided by two.

This will constitute the final grade.

In the first semester we will be using a textbook [the level of which will be decided on the
ability of the class as a whole]. There is a set of tapes that come with the texthook, and copies of
these can be obtained from the instructor before the end of the semester.

In the second semester, we will probably be using the materials for the STEP Test Grade L
These will be supplied by the instructor.

The only article that the student is required to purchase is the textbook used in the first semes-
ter. All other materials : tapes, STEP Test materials, etc, will be supplied by the instructor.
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This discussion-oriented class will provide students with the opportunity to improve their abil-
ity to think logically, formulate opinions and express those opinions effectively in English.

Students will be provided with handouts on topics ranging from the Daily Yomiuri advice col-
umn [“The Troubleshooter”] to short newspaper articles dealing with high-interest cultural is-
sues. Students are expected to have read the handouts carefully before class such that during
each class students will be able to discuss the content of the handout intellingently with direc-
tion and support from the instructor, At the conclusion of the discussion of each handout, stu-
dents will prepare a short class presentation on a topic to be assigned by the instructor,

Students will be graded regularly during the year on class preparation, participation and the
quality of class presentations.
