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The primary aim of this course is to get students into the habit of discussing topics of conver-
sation in natural everyday English.

Before students can begin to discuss anything in English, two areas must be worked on inten-
sively the first is their vocabulary as without a sufficient active vocabulary to draw upon, their at-
tempts at discussion will founder. The second is their confidence, as without this vital ingredient
even the most studious and able student will feel unable to converse freely in English.

Each week a topic of discussion will be presented to the class by the teacher. At the start of
the academic year, the topics will tend to be quite simple (e. g, Describe someone you know),
but as the year progresses, the topics will become more demanding.

After the topic to be discussed has been explained, students will work in groups of four,
sounding each other out for ideas and vocabulary, with one of the four acting as “secretary” writ-
ing down the group’s thoughts.

Groups will then appoint a spokesperson (someone different from the secretary) who will re-
port to the class on what each group came up with. The teacher will coordinate this group re-
porting, writing down on the black-board words, phrases and ideas that each group thought of.
By pooling the various groups’ information, the class will learn not from reference to dictionar-
ies, but by relying on themselves and their classmates. In doing so they will gain in confidence
as they soon realize how big their passive vocabulary is, and see how thinking around a subject
can lead to a more interesting approach to studying English than rote learning and translation.

As much of the class work will be done in small groups, it is essential that all students actively
participate, without relying on their classmates to cover for them. The teacher will closely moni-
tor all group discussions to check that all members are doing their utmost to contribute to the
group’s brainstorming and discussion sessions.

By the very nature of this class, there will be minimal written work to be assessed. Grades will
be dependent on (i) the individual student’s attendance record, (i) their level of participation in
the group’s discussion, (i) their overall contribution to the class (e. g., asking questions when
something is not clear, answering promptly and in English when asked a question by the
teacher,)

There will be no set text to be used in this class. The teacher will provide photocopied materi-
als as and when required.

Students should all bring a pocket dictionary to class each week (either a bilingual one or
preferably an English-English dictionary by Longman or Oxford University Press).

Points students should be under no illusions about !
Any student absent from class without a good reason (and without proof that their reason is
valid) on more than three occasions will automatically fail the class for the whole year.

Two late arrivals for class will be assessed as one absence. Arriving late for class more than
half a dozen times in the year will guarantee a student a “fail” grade.

Students will participate in discussions focusing on current events, controversial issues, and
personal interests.

Sources for class materials will include various textbooks,
magazine and newspaper articles, as well as units developed by the teacher.

Details of class activities will be explained at the first class meeting.

Regular attendance and active participation are absolutely necessary. Students will be ex-
pected to keep themselves informed of news and current events as well as review materials on a

regular basis.

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The aim of this course is to develop students’reading ability in English. Students will learn (i)
how to skim (speed-read) to assess what the subject / theme of a text / passage is, (il) how to
find keywords in a text, (i} how to use context to guess the meanings of words they do not know.

Every fortnight the teacher will provide the class with a passage of English taken from a news-
paper or a magazine (whose target audience is principally native speakers of English). In pairs
the students will read through the passage underlining any words or phrases they do not under-
stand. Then they will team up with other groups to see which words'meanings can be found
without recourse to a dictionary. By pooling their knowledge the students not only save time and
effort, they also take a more active interest in the class.

After pooling their knowledge, however, the students will still be faced with some words they
do not know. The next stage of the learning process is to get the students to guess the meaning
of the words they don’t know without using a dictionary. In their groups students will be encour-
aged to guess the meaning of unfamiliar words from a careful study of the context in which they
appear. Groups will appoint a spokesperson who will then report to the class as a whole what
their guesses were.

The teacher will then explain (in English) what the meanings of difficult words are, showing
how the words can be expressed in more basic English where appropriate (e. g Itis elementary
= Itis very simple).

The students will then have a chance to ask for explanation / help on any points of grammar,
etc. which trouble them.

Students will be expected to learn the words that are new to them for their homework, and to
read through the passage taking in the most important information (e. g., if the passage is about
the peace negotiations in Bosnia, the students will be expected to know where Bosnia is and
why it was at war).

To ensure that students do their homework, there will be a test every other week. One part of
the test will be on vocabulary and usage, the other on comprehension (of the text studied the
week before).

As much of the class work will be done in small groups, it is essential that all students acti-
vately participate. Relying on one’s classmates to do all the work for you will not be acceptable,
and anyone seen to be idling / not concentrating on the work under discussion will be marked
down (this will be reflected in their end-of-year grade).

End-of-year grades will be based on the following criteria: (i) attendance record (ii) level of
participation in classroom activities (iii) aggregate score in the fortnightly tests.

The teacher will provide photocopied materials every fortnight.

Students should always bring a pocket dictionary to class (preferably one by Longman or Ox-
ford University Press, with the meanings of words explained wholly in English).

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Literature of the Harlem Renaissance during the 1920s reflects the social Changes brought
about by World War I as well as the experiences of Reconstruction, Industrialization and the
Great Migration it brought about out of the rural South to the cities of the North. The anger and
despair of the dispossessed and marginalized and the search by Black Americans for African
roots also characterize the art and literature of this period. This seminar will investigate the lit-
erature and the times through the novels and short stories of representative Black writers in-
cluding Langston Hughes, Claude McKay, Countee cullen, Jean toomer, James Weldon Johnson

Only studentis selected during the first class will be elegibie to take this course. Any student
who was not selected at the first class or who did not receive permission from the teacher to
take the course, but who enrolled in the course anyway will not receive a passing grade. Only
students who have been screened by the teacher will be elegible to take this course. Emphasis
will be on learning and utilizing basic interpreting techniques. Students will be expected to
spend much time outside of class practicing and preparing. Those who fail to prepare properly
will find it difficult to do the work and as a result may inevitably fail to complete the course.

This course is not recommended for shy students nor those with marginal oral and aural
skills.
