They may
talk about any subjects they wish, as long as the conversation is natural and not prepared. The
moment they begin to speak, the teacher will begin timing them with a stopwach. When either
of the students makes a mistake that goes unnoticed and uncorrected, the teacher will stop the
time and record the same time on the back of each student’s attendance slip. If a student catches
her own mistake or her partner’s mistake and corrects it, the pair will be allowed to continue
talking.
