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This course will concentrate on improving the communicative skills of students. Students will
be taught functional English used in social situations, interviews, and international communica-
tion.

Classes will begin with review and practice of the previous week’s lesson. Students will be ex-
pected to demonstrate fluency and accuracy in the assigned materials. New materials will be in-
troduced and practiced every week. Some of the areas covered will include social communica-
tion, job interviews, international communication and describing Japan. Supplementary materials
such as Eiken will also be used.

Regular attendance and active participation are absolutely necessary. When a student is ab-
sent from class, it is his / her responsibility to get the assignment from the teacher or a class-
mate. Failure to do so will result in poor class performance.

Grades will be based on daily class performance, attendance and interviews.
No text will be used.

Handouts from various sources will be distributed to the students.
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To have the students speaking in English from the beginning of the course and to concentrate
on subject matter that is of interest to the student. To put them on the road to greater fluency
and to increase their listening skills.

Short conversations using authentic language in a wide range of situations and settings will be
expanded upon and listening exercises will also be used. There will be a lot of group and pairs
work with the students acting as teacher from time to time. The instructor will also develop

lackboard stories so that the student can start to learn how to tell stories in English even
though they are beginners.

The lessons will cover everyday functions such as offering and accepting food, greetings, talk-
ing about the past and future, talking about oneself, family and friends, agreeing and disagree-
ing. The course will cover variety of skill areas such as communications, business, socializing,
travel, hotels, money, and hobbies and interests. Each of these themes will be expanded upon by
the teacher.

The students will be graded throughout the year for classroom effort and will be required to
keep a journal in English. This will aiso be graded. Marks will also be given for high attendance.

The text will be announced later.
Supplementary material will be handed out by the teacher.

Although the text will be announced later the students will require the following : -
An A4 size journal and note pad (There is no need to bring these at the first lesson. The
teacher will explain in more detail in class).

are timed. They are allowed to speak until they make a mistake at which time they are stopped
and the duration of their conversation is recorded. Students may do this up to ten times per
class. TPP will be conducted in every class and in the same way. During the first 10 times (TPP1
~TPP10) students will be free to talk about anything they wish. During the next 5 times(TPP11
~TPP15) students will be assigned a topic that must be discussed in the next class. That gives
them time to prepare. For the next 5 times (TPP16~TPP20) the topic will be assigned at the start
of the class. From TPP21, topics will not be assigned and students may talk about anything. TPP
will be conducted in every class and in the same way.

This is a course in which the students are expected to actually use the English they know in
conversational situations. In other words, they should try to use what they have studied and are
studying in other courses. Mistakes are any unnatural English usage. That includes grammatical
errors, pronunciation errors, delivery errors, and also if the content is considered odd, that is an
error. Pauses of more than half a second are also considerd to be errors. Not speaking loudly
enough will also be an error. If a student repeats a word, that also is an error. If a student realizes
she has made a mistake, she may correct it by first saying,“Excuse me,"and then repeating the
corrected phrase. If a student thinks that her partner has made a mistake or if she can not uo-
derstand what her partner says, then she should say,“Pardon?” The other person must then re-
peat from the beginning, being careful to speak correctly.

The grades are based on the average length of a conversation and also the number of times
that a student does TPP. This data is put into the following formula :
Avg* (Count-3) + (60— (TPP No.*3)) =score
Avg =the average length of all TPP conversations
Count=the number of times a student did TPP conversations
This provides a score for one TPP class. The scores for all the TPE, from 1 through 20 {or what-
ever the last one might be) are averaged to provide the final score. The final score is then put
into the following formula to determine the final grade. :
((100—10X~5Y) +2Z) .3+ a.=final grade
X=number of unexcused absences
Y =number of unexcused times tardy
Z=final score
o.= adjustments made by teacher
If a student is unavoidably late to class, or has a legitimate reason for being late, she must imme-
diately notify the teacher her reason for being late. In the case of tardiness caused by delayed
trains, the student must obtain a notice from the train station and then submit it to the teacher.
The final grade is the grade that the student will receive at the end of the course.

Students will be expected to read a large quantity of graded English material (both fiction and
non-fiction books will be provided) in order to increase both their confidence and proficiency in
reading. Students will be required to write a book report in English for every book they read
during the term.

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In this course it is hoped that students will gain some insight in to the changes that have oc-
curred in Britain, particularly over the past fifty years. This will mainly be done by comparing
changes that have occurred here in Japan over the same period with those that have taken place
in the UK and by trying to decide how similar or different those changes have been in both
countries. Occasionally, connections will be made to events and people pre-1945, but the focus
will principally be on Britain (and Japan's) post-war history.

A series of topics will be investigated and two or three weeks will be spent exploring each
one. Topics may include : Northern Ireland’,Education’and’The Royal Family’. A mini-test will be
given on each topic and the results of these tests will constitute the greater part of students’ final
grades. An assignment will also be set so that students can research a topic which particularly
interests them.

Students are expected to attend all classes and to be punctual.
Reasons for absence are expected to be communicated to the teacher preferably in advance.
Unexcused absences or lateness will incur penalties in the final grade.

Grades will be based on : 1). effort shown in class ; 2). mini-test results ; 3). homework ; 4). as-
signment ; 5). attendance.

L
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To provide a comprehensive understanding of American culture by examining major compo-
nents and influences that determine it,

The course will begin with an examination and discussion of “culture” and then using the defi-
nition obtained from that discussion, elements of American culture will be analyzed and dis-
cussed, and comparisons will also be made to Japan.

The course will be conducted as a discussion so it will be imperative that students participate
actively.

The following formula is used to determine the final grade.
((100—10X—5Y) +27) '3+ 0.=final grade
X=number of unexcused absences
Y =number of unexcused times tardy
Z=average of tests and reports
o= adjustments made by teacher
If a student is unavoidably late to class, or has a legitimate reason for being late, she must im-
mediately notify the teacher her reason for being late. In the case of tardiness caused by delayed
trains, the student must obtain a notice from the train station and then submit it to the teacher.
The final grade is the grade that the student will receive at the end of the course.

There is no specified textbook for this class so students are free to use any reference materi-
als and resources at their disposal. Use of the Internet is especially encouraged.

Students may bring dictionaries to class. Students should bring notebooks to class.

Students should either talk to their teacher or to Prof. Moe about any questions or concerns
they have regarding this course. Scores will be posted regularly outside the office of the English
Department.
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
