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The graph below shows the number of members belonging to each of three sports clubs at four local high schools. Soccer seems to be
the most popular club, ranking highest at ( 19 ) of the four schools.

Soccer’s popularity may partly be owing to the World Cup which was held recently, which encouraged many new students as well as
those in senior year levels to join the clubs. Degrassi High School has the largest soccer club at 65 members, and this is also the most
popular sport at this school. Shermer High School has the smallest soccer club with only 30 members, but this school also has a lower
student population compared to the other schools in the graph.

Rydell High School was the only school where soccer was not the most popular sport. Rydell has a strong tradition of tennis, and many
graduates receive sports scholarships for tennis to prestigious universities, and some even become professional players. Next year,
badminton will also be offered at Rydell High School, so time will tell whether this may attract some students away from the tennis club.

Hill Valley High School has the largest gymnastics club of all the schools in the graph. Two years ago, a former Olympic gold medalist
was hired to coach the gymnastics team at this school. This may have acted as an incentive for students to join the club. Hill Valley is the
only school of the four that allows students to be members of more than one sports club, so although their total student population is not
much larger than Shermer High School, the graph suggests otherwise.

Club activities are an important part of high school life, and sports have the added benefit of keeping young people fit and healthy as

well. It is hoped that more students take advantage of the range of sports clubs available at their local high school in the future.
